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General Information on the Young Apprenticeship Programme in Hospitality - Learners 
LEARNERS 

What is the Young Apprenticeship Programme?
The Young Apprenticeship Programme is an exciting and unique opportunity which is available to you at Key Stage 4, if you can demonstrate good grades, attendance and behaviour at school. It is also important that you have an interest in the Hospitality Sector 
This programme will offer a taste of what it is like to work in the real world whilst studying towards a Level 2 qualification. You will continue to study for your GCSEs whilst completing this qualification, so you will need to be motivated and hard working. Your learning will change as you will be at school, college and in a workplace. You will study through a combination of classroom lessons, practical training an real life work. You will also gather new information by attending industry events and visits. 
If you have an interest in the Hospitality Sector or vocational studying then this opportunity is worth considering at your Year 9 options 
How much time will I spend on the Young Apprenticeship Programme? 
· The Young Apprenticeship Programme is made up of 50 days work experience over a 2 year period ( Years 10 & 11).  
· Normally you will spend 1 day a week in college learning the theoretical aspects of the Level 2 qualification.
· You will spend time at an employer workplace learning the practical side of the qualification and this is taught through real work experience. You may have an opportunity to work at a number of employers to help increase your learning experience, however it will always be 50 days in total. How the days are arranged with the employer is up to the Partnership so this can vary from one to the other, from 1 day a week to block placements. 
· Within the 50 days you may also attend various events or shows all linked to your development and qualification. 

If I want to become a Young Apprentice what do I have to do? 

· If you are interested in becoming a Young Apprentice you should firstly speak to your school teacher, as they should be able to provide you with information on the programme and help answer any questions you may have. Some schools will invite people known as Partnerships (the experts on the Young Apprenticeship Programme) to your Year 9 options evening so that they can answer any questions you may have. 

· Speak to your parents / guardian about becoming a young apprentice and make sure that you have their support. 

· Once you have all the information and you would like to apply you can request an application form from your school teacher. 

· Once you have applied to be on the Young Apprenticeship programme you may be invited to attend an interview and may even be asked to undergo a test. 
Next Steps: 

· Do your research as this is a big decision to make. Speak to your school tutors and parents / guardians to find out more about the programme and what it means for you in terms of your future learning and career pathways.
