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Simple Steps – The Interview (learner) 

How do I prepare for the Interview? 

It is important for you to have good reasons for wanting to become a young apprentice. It could be that you want to pursue a career in hospitality, learn new skills in addition to your academic studies or learn in an industry of interest to you. 

Each interview will vary. However to help you understand the types of questions you may be asked put some thought to the questions below. 
How much do you know about the programme and what it involves? 

Why do want to be a Young Apprentice? 

Do you have any experience in this industry? 

Do you enjoy cooking at home? What sorts of things do you make? 

Are you looking to pursue a career in the Hospitality industry? If yes, what career is this?  
What do you expect to gain out of the programme? 
What do you think you will learn on the programme including skills? 

What do you do in your spare time? (jobs, hobbies, clubs etc) 

What do your parents think about you becoming a Young Apprentice? 

Do you have any other ambitions or career aspirations?
N.B For additional preparation you could do a role play using the above questions with your parents or teacher. 

The Interview

1. Impressions count – make sure that you dress appropriately for the interview and that you are clean and tidy 
2. Plan your journey - make sure that you arrive to your interview with time to spare. 

3. Introductions – before your interview you will need to let the correct person (this may be a receptionist) know you are there. Be clear when giving your name and what you are there for and who you have come to see

4. Prepare and compose - prepare yourself for the interview. 

5. The Interview

· When entering the interview make sure you make your introduction with confidence

· Shake hands firmly (if offered) 

· Speak clearly – make sure that you can be heard when speaking

· Listen to the questions and instructions you are given 

· Maintain eye contact 

· If you don’t understand something ask politely for an explanation 

· Write down any information that you may not remember
